Applications are due July 16th, 2011 and decisions will be communicated by early
aufumn. The Artist Selection Committee will review applications and artists will be selected based
on originality, artistic merit, financial and technical feasibility, and appropriateness for family
audiences, and contribution to a diverse program. If possible, please submit a CD and any photos
or promotional materials you may have. If you believe that we have a CD on file, please make
note of that on the application. New photos are necessary each year, to be submitted o the
media. These items will be kept for future promotions and publicity.

Set-up time must be kept to a minimum (20 minutes or
less) and lengthier set-ups and sound checks must be arranged in advance. Transifion
time between performances is typically 15-20 minutes. Please remember that there may
be an act performing on the same stage as you, prior to your performance. Applicants
are encouraged to select material that lends itself to quick set-up and breakdown.
Please be specific as to which materials you will be supplying and which you will need
from First Night crews.

Due to the number of Artists and performance sites, First Night will require, in most cases,
that each artist supply their own sound equipment and sound operator that evening, and
in many cases, lighting set-ups. In the past, many performers have shared some sound
equipment and operational needs. We will continue to foster these relationships to the
benefit of the performers and First Night.
