As the Founding Director of Galway Players, Sue Lukasiewicz has been producing one
play a year for forty years, beginning with the 1968 production of George Washington
Slept Here. She stared in a school cafeteria and a cast of eight, but has progressed to a
500-seat auditorium and productions that regularly average seventy cast-members. Her
productions have deeply contributed to the culture of Galway, Saratoga County, and all
the way to Broadway: Sue cast Brittney Kissinger in her first acting role in 1995 in Meet
Me in St. Louis, and Brittney went on to start in the Broadway revival of Annie.

Also at The Annual Meeting, The Arts Council will thank outgoing Board members for
their service and elect its new slate of officers, welcome incoming Board members Frank
Laskey, Kathleen Lucey, Jenny Mirling, and Nedra Stimpfle, and recognize its Volunteers
of the Year.
